Templeton Community Service District Scarecrow Contest Rules and Regulations: 

1. Materials: Scarecrows must be made of 50% recycled materials and must be free standing. No perishable goods, no glass or major appliances. Electricity will NOT be provided.  Scarecrows must be durable and stand up to sun, wind and any rain that may occur. All decorations must be firmly attached to your scarecrow and then to the post. We recommend using a 2x4 piece of lumber for the central body. A broomstick or 2x4 is recommended for the arms. The use of real pumpkins and other perishable items is discouraged as they might not last the month of October. You are welcome to visit your scarecrow and keep it in good, presentable condition throughout its period of exhibition. 

2. Signage:  Be sure to include a sign with: the name of your entry, and your name/ group name. Your sign should not exceed 11x17 inches. NO advertising or political statements allowed. 

3. Viewing: Scarecrows must be family friendly. TCSD reserves the right to disqualify entries that are perceived to be distasteful or not family friendly. 

4. Dimensions: Scarecrows cannot exceed 7’x4’x4’. 

5. Judging: Scarecrows will be judged on October 18th.

6. Participation: Adults, children, and individuals of all ages are eligible for participation. The Templeton CSD, Chamber of Commerce, Chamber Members and parties/businesses providing display locations are not responsible for incidents and hazards that may occur due to participation in this contest. 

7. Deadlines/ Location: The entry deadline will be October 6, 2017. A photograph of the assembled scarecrow must be submitted via email to conservation@templetoncsd.org and ion@templetoncsd.org by October 10, 2017 for approval and to receive your designated display location, please advise us if you already have a location arranged.  All scarecrows must be completely assembled in their designated locations by 5pm on October 13th. Scarecrows must be picked up from designated locations by November 1, 2017. 

8. Disqualification: If deadlines and other qualifications are not met, then scarecrows are subject to disqualification, in which they are not eligible to receive prizes. 

9. Winners: Winning entries will be announced at the TCSD Conservation booth at Founder’s Day on October 28th. Winners will be contacted by phone or email if not present.
