as required by the State Water Resources
Control Board. The Program requires the
Templeton CSD to implement a Stormwater
Management Plan (SWMP) in order to
reduce or eliminate pollutants in Stormwater
runoff and non-storm water discharges.

The Templeton CSD SWMP, dated June
2009, includes revisions required by the
Central Coast California Regional Water
Quality Control Board in their enrollment
letter dated April 17, 2009. Please visit our
website at www.TempletonCSD.org to
view our new SWMP.

PROPOSED FIRE ASSESSMENT DISTRICT

We are also asking for your help in
passing a Fire Assessment District. The Fire
Chief and District Consultant have been
working diligently on this project for the
last two year period. The Board of Directors
has elected to move forward with the
assessment election to determine what
the community’s desire is with regards
to putting a funding mechanism in place

that would pay for a minimum number
of firefighters to be on duty at all times
to support the volunteer staff. Please note
that the assessment would not go in place
until the District can no longer provide the
level of fire service that is currently being
delivered via our volunteer fire department.
